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These guidelines are stipulated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of ROC Taiwan for the
implementation of the Huayu (Mandarin) Scholarship Program (HSP) which aims to
encourage outstanding Czech students to study Mandarin (12 hours per week) in Taiwan, as
well as to promote bilateral exchanges and friendship between the peoples of Taiwan and its
diplomatic allies.
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The MOFA Scholarship includes the following benefits:
A. Round-trip plane ticket fare
B. Monthly stipend NT15,000 for 5 months

Scholarship recipients are responsible for:
A. Hotel Quarantine fee (14+7 days)
COVID test results
Registration fee
5-month tuition fee
Dormitory fee (room for 3-4 person) and bedding material

Cultural trip
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Visa application fee, ARC card fee, and personal living expense.
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Additional: The TEC scholarship is awarded for the following duration of Mandarin study:

Nine (9) candidates from Metropolitan University for 5-month study from August 2021 ~
December 2021.
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Eligibility: Applicants must be Czech citizens at least 18 years of age, possess a high school
diploma or above, demonstrate excellent academic performance and be of good moral
character. Those who have been studying in Taiwan before are ineligible to apply this
scholarship.
